

The Count of Monte Cristo Characters 
Abbe Faria—Italian priest who helps Dantes in ChateauD’If; gives CMC the Spada fortune hidden on the Isle of Monte Cristo; teaches Dantes; dies in prison 

Albert Morcerf—son of Mercedes and Fernand; engaged to Eugenie Danglars; friends with Franz; meets CMC in Rome

Ali—mute slave to CMC; takes care of the horses

Ali Tebelin –Pacha of Janina; father of Haydee; betrayed by Fernand Mondego; killed

Andrea Cavalcanti—real name Benedetto; pretends to be wealthy; woos Eugenie Danglars

Baptistin​​​—CMC’s valet (personal servant)

Barrois—faithful servant to Noirtier

Bertuccio—steward to CMC (manages his estate, properties)

Caderousse—Marseilles tailor; innkeeper; hurts Dantes and then unknowingly gives him information

Captain Leclere—Pharaon captain who dies during the voyage; loyal Bonapartist

Cocles—one-eyed clerk who works for Monsieur Morrell

Danglars—supercargo (purser) of the Pharaon who is responsible for the paperwork and the finances onboard; betrays Dantes; becomes Baron and a Paris banker

Edmond Dantes—Sailor on the Pharaon ; imprisoned in the Château D’If ; becomes CMC; seeks and achieves revenge on those who imprisoned him; saves the Morrell family
Edward de Villefort—Heloise and Gerard de Villefort’s son; a very spoiled little boy

Emmanuel Herbault—marries Julie Morrell; clerk in the house of Morrell and Son; becomes a good friend of CMC

Eugenie Danglars—daughter of Baron and Hermine Danglars; supposed to marry Albert; friend of Louise d’Armilly; courted by Cavalcantis

Fernand Mondego (Morcerf)—betrays Dantes; marries Mercedes; father of Albert; was in the military; becomes a Count

Franz D’Epinay—friend of Albert’s; engaged to Valentine de Villefort

Gerard de Villefort—procureur de roi (his title) as prosecutor; son of Nortier; hated his dad’s association with politics

(Note: Keep this handy while reading the novel!)
Haydee—orphan daughter of Ali Tebelin Pacha and Vasiliki ; slave to CMC

Heloise de Villefort—second wife of Gerard de Villefort; mother of Edward; used poisoned lemonade to get what she wanted

Hermine Danglars—wife of the baron (Baronne) and mother of Eugenie; female friend of Debray

Jacopo—crew member with CMC; sailor-servant who meets CMC after escaping D’If

Julie Morrel—daughter of Monsieur Morrell; gets dowry from Sinbad the Sailor; marries Emmanuel; becomes a good friend of CMC

Louis Dantes—father of Edmond ; dies of starvation
Louise d’Armilly—Eugenie’s music teacher and friend

Lucien Debray—government official (private secretary of the Minister of the Interior); friend of Albert; friend of Madame Danglars

Luigi Vampa—shepherd boy who became a leader of a crew of bandits—Roman brigand; captures Albert
Marquis de Saint-Meran—(Monsieur) Renee de Saint-Meran de Villefort’s father

Marquise de Saint-Meran—(Madame) Renee de Saint-Meran de Villefort’s mother

Maximilien Morrel—son of Monsieur Morrell; secret fiancé of Valentine Villefort; suicidal because of thwarted love; becomes a good friend of CMC

Mercedes (Morcerf)—engaged to Dantes; married Fernand Mondego (Morcerf); mother of Albert

Monsieur Morrel—owner of the Pharoan; pleads most for Edmond’s release; suicidal because of bankruptcy; father of Maximilien and Julie
Noirtier—Gerard de Villefort’s father; a Bonapartist; can only communicate through his eyes; threatens to disinherit Valentine if she marries Franz; slowly poisons Valentine to save her life by immunity

Penelon— sailor for Morrell and Son Company; one of the seven sailors to survive the sinking
Renee (de Saint-Meran) de Villefort—first wife of Gerard de Villefort; mother of Valentine; died

Valentine de Villefort—daughter of Renee de Saint-Meran and Gerard de Villefort; engaged to Franz de Epany; in love with Maximillian Morrell
